Something New: “HI-POINT WINNER”. If an age group has a
minimum of 5 contestants, there will be a Hi-Point Winner.

Hair/Makeup: If you are hiring a h/m person, we will provide a dressing
room for them to work out of.

And we will put re-
served signs on the. PLEASE respect these signs and do not remove
them. Please advise them (H/M) that we start on time so they will need to
be quick.

Racks: Please bring a portable clothing rack. Walmart sells them at a
reasonable price. Also bring a mirror, food and drinks for the contestants,
or whatever keeps them happy between competitions. If they’re happy
they will do well on stage and then you’ll be happy, and we’ll be happy.

2011 GLITZ Event Information All Ages

Beauty: All contestants will wear Pageant Glitz Dresses. Age 3 to 6
should wear short dresses. Ages 7 & up can wear long gowns. Rhine-
stones are allowed, just don’t let the dress overwhelm the child. Boys
can wear Tux’s with rhinestones too. Please keep makeup to a mini-
mum on the under 7 group. You are allowed hairpieces, flippers, eye-
lashes, etc.

Swimwear: Any type of suit, can be off the rack or custom made.

WesternWear: Any cowgirl or boy outfit. This can be rhinestoned
from head to toe. Think Dolly Parton...

Red/White/Blue: Any Patriotic outfit using all 3 colors and can also
be embellished.

Photogenic: GLITZ photo only, retouch ok. Only one entry per con-
testant. Can be Black & White or color. All should be in protective
covers and no larger than 8x10 but 5x7 is ok. Can be professionally
done.

Portfolio: Book should contain 5 to 10 photos all glitz & retouch
allowed. Photos are usually 8x10 but can be any size. You can be
creative in displaying them.

Side Awards will be judged on stage during Beauty.

If you are using a Hair/Makeup person, please be sure that they work
fast and have not overbooked themselves. We start on time so they
will need to have your touch up done quickly. Please have a conver-
sation with them about not wanting to be late getting on stage. We
will have a dressing room they can set up in so you don’t have to run
back and forth to a hotel suite. Everyone’s cooperation will be appre-
ciated.

If you are a returning King or Queen and wish to give the contestants in
your age group a little bag of candy or just a note of congratulations, you
can, but it is not mandatory.

We will not ask you to sell raffle tickets. We do ask you to abide by dead-
lines as it helps so much in planning these type of events. If you’ve done
pageants before you already know this but if you’re new you may not re-
alize how important those deadlines are. If you’ve ever planned a wed-
ding, you know a little bit of how it is for cooperation.

Please make sure your Beauty Entry Fee is mailed in by the deadline.
